Initial Conditions

Just before the revolution, Dunapataj, like so many 
other small Hungarian villages, was in a state of 
transition. A Stalinist government under Miklos Rakosi 
in 1952 began to institute repressive measures to 
“democratize” education and redistribute wealth from 
the Kulaks, the wealthy landowners, to the poor. 
Naturally, the residents of Dunapataj had strong 
reactions to these changes. In clips four, five, and nine
of the film, interviewees are angry, while in clips 
three, six, and ten they are satisfied and even want
